ITINERARY

Nov 2 Please arrive at your departure airport no later than 90 minutes prior to departure. You'll need your
passport available for check-in. Cam Thieme will meet you at the American Eagle Ticket Counter in Springfield or
the Air New Zealand counter in the departure area at Los Angeles International Airport if you are flying from an
alternate city. Check your luggage to Auckland, New Zealand.

Nov 4 Arrive Auckland this morning. After processing Immigration/Customs, we'll take a short tour of
Auckland before we check-in at the Rydges Hotel in downtown Auckland. | would suggest resting this afternoon for a
few hours but force yourself to get up and stay awake until 9 or 10pm this evening.

Nov 5 Our drive this morning will be south from Auckland to the Waitomo Caves where you'll see glow
worms. A stop in Hamilton will allow a time to stretch your legs. Prior to taking a tour of the caves, we’ll stop for
lunch near Waitomo.

The drive this afternoon to Rotorua is quite scenic. Arrival in Rotorua will be around 4:00pm.

Nov 6 Our tour to the Agrodome is a wonderful way of learning more about the sheep industry in New
Zealand. The countries of the South Pacific have many different varieties of sheep and they are a very important
part of the areas economy. Upon returning to Rotorua, we’ll take a tour of the city. The afternoon is at your leisure.
This evening, we’ll treat you to a Maori Hangi, the traditional dinner meal and celebration of these indigenous
peoples.

Nov 7 Meet in the lobby of the hotel at 8:00am for departure to the airport and our short flight to the South
Island and Dunedin. Upon arrival, transfer to our hotel in the center of the city. This afternoon, visit a Penguin
natural habitat where we’ll be up and close to the Yellow Eyed bird in the wild. Not included tonight is dinner but we
will take you to a local restaurant where the owner will prepare a wonderful meal of New Zealand dishes.

Nov 8 Today, a train ride to the Tieri Gorge. Yes, this train was the means of transportation miners and
farmers in the back country for years. The train was used as a supply route to and from the coast. The ride is about
2 hours and travels through the spectacular Tieri Gorge. Following the train, we'll board our motorcoach for a drive
to Lake Te Anau. GREAT DAY!

Nov 9 Today, drive to Milford Sound and take a boat excursion for a tour on Milford Sound. The area was
discovered by Captain Cook and it has become a popular inlet for cruise ships to visit. The depth of the water is
such that the cruise ships cannot even anchor. We’'ll continue to Queenstown for our accommodations at Rydges
Hotel for the next three nights.

Nov 10 & 11  Our three nights in Queenstown are just right. We’'ll take you on a tour to Arrowtown, a community
with great historical significance to the gold fields nearby. You'll see where bunge jumping started and yes, you

might even give it a try at the A J Hackett center for Bunge. Another adventure is to ride the jet boats of the Shotover
River.

Nov 12 Off to the mountains. We'll drive to Mt Cook today. On arrival, you'll have time for an optional
flightseeing tour to the Tasman Glacier or other sightseeing options.

Nov 13 As we drive from Mt Cook to Christchurch today, take your last look at the fabulous countryside that
New Zealand offers. Upon arrival in Christchurch, our accommodations are city center and you’ll have the
opportunity to catch up on some last minute shopping before we fly to Australia tomorrow.

Nov 14 Our flight across the Tasman Sea will take us to Brisbane. On arrival, transfer to our
accommodations in Surfer’'s Paradise located about 50 miles south of Brisbane.

Nov 15 Off to a real rain forest this morning as we drive to Lamington National Park. See some of the most
colorful wild birds and parrots are found in the park and you'll be able to feed them. There is a swinging bridge that
spans the tree tops in this most unique rain forest. Who knows, you may see a live python in the wild. (Believe me,
it can happen as it did once for me on a previous visit to this wonderful national park.)

Nov 16 Today is unique and one that will be a wonderful memory. We'll visit the Lone Tree Koala
Park where you’ll hear more about these marsupials that are native to Australia. Get a picture with a Koala or take
one yourself of a new mother and her baby. The park also has many varieties of Kangaroos and other animals
native to Australia. We'll fly to Cairns this afternoon.

Snorkeling on the Great Barrier Reef



Nov 17 The area surrounding Cairns has so much to offer and we are going to show it to you. Our
accommodations are city center where you can enjoy outdoor dining opportunities with wonderful fresh seafood.
How about swimming at the Great Barrier Reef? You bet you can and today we’ll take a launch out to the reef about
35 miles to a covered platform built right on this natural wonder. You can snorkel, swim or simply view the undersea
life from a viewing area on the platform or ride a semi-submersible as it takes you around the reef. We’'ll be back at
the hotel by late afternoon.

Nov 18 Today, we'll ride a tramway across the treetops to Kuranda, an aborigine village in a rain forest.
We'll return to the hotel in time for dinner. The tram stops twice on its seven mile trip through the rain forest. You
can walk a nature trail at these stops and marvel close hand what a rain forest is all about.

Nov 19 Our flight today is south to Sydney. On arrival, we’'ll transfer to our hotel located in The Rocks which
is also where you'll find the Old Sydney Bridge as well as the cities most famous landmark, the Opera House. One
of the simple planning strategies of this trip is to schedule around specific activities. Today, as on most weekend
days, a wonderful street side crafts festival takes place next to our hotel. (Great place to shop)

Nov 20 Today, we'll take a 3 hr cruise throughout this cities most famous harbor. Learn why Sydney has
become one of the most popular cities on the planet.
